HUMANISTIC BASED INCLUSIVE LEARNING MANAGEMENT IN MADRASAH IBTIDAIYAH

Abstract
Management of inclusive learning is different from that in regular schools because it requires special preparation. This study aims to describe management of inclusive learning at Al Azhar Tulungagung Islamic Elementary School. This research employed descriptive qualitative approach, collecting data using observation techniques, in-depth interviews, and documentation. Data analysis includes data reduction, data presentation, and drawing conclusions while data validity test includes extending observations, increasing persistence, and triangulating data. The results showed that (1) the learning strategies carried out by making lesson plans and PPI according to ABKs needs and characteristics, implementing inclusive classes carried out simultaneously in one class with class teacher and GPK, (2) assessment of learning outcomes in terms of attitudes, skills and knowledge are carried out every week, midterm and end of semester in numerical and descriptive form, (3) teacher provides learning motivation to students through stories and verses of the Qur'an and giving rewards, (4) GPK has full control over learning in inclusive classes regarding decision making and determining learning media to ABK (5) curriculum used is modificated K-13 that is adapted to ABKs needs and characteristics, (6) management of facilities and infrastructure is very adequate for implementation of inclusive education with availability of inclusive classrooms and special classrooms for children with special needs who need therapy.
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A. INTRODUCTION
Education is a conscious and planned activity to create a learning atmosphere and learning process so that students actively develop their potential to have religious spiritual strength, self-control, personality, intelligence, character, and the skills needed by themselves, society and the nation.
 In accordance with Sudijono's opinion that education is a very important human investment to improve the quality of Indonesia's human resources.
 This is one of the actions to improve the quality of Indonesia's human resources as a whole regardless of differences, especially for children who have deficiencies or disabilities. The goal of basic education for children is to shape children's character so that they have the ability to think critically, creatively and independently and have good moral values.
 In achieving these goals, it is necessary to carry out an appropriate and directed education management so as to be able to realize the goals of Indonesian education in improving the quality of human resources.

Every Indonesian citizen has the same right to obtain quality education, including children and children with special needs. Bakri
 states that inclusive education for children and children with special needs is a human right and a form of social justice. The education system continues to be carried out to improve the quality and accessibility of inclusive education for children with special needs in Indonesia, one of which is with humanistic-based inclusive education management. Several programs and policies have been implemented, such as establishing inclusive schools, training teachers and teaching staff, and increasing the accessibility of facilities and infrastructure. This is also stated in Law Number 20 of 2003 which states that every citizen has the same right to obtain quality education, while the central government and regional governments are obliged to provide services and facilities and ensure the implementation of quality education for every citizen without discrimination. Furthermore, the Regulation of the Minister of National Education of the Republic of Indonesia Number 70 of 2009 states that every student who has physical, emotional, mental and social disorders or has potential intelligence and/or special talents has the right to take part in inclusive education in certain educational units according to their needs and abilities.
The definition of inclusive special education encompasses a synthesis of the philosophies and practices of both inclusive education and special education. It involves educating children with SEND in the most inclusive settings in which their special educational needs can be met effectively, using the most effective instructional strategies, with the overarching goal of facilitating the highest level of inclusion in society post-school for all young people with SEND. The definition of inclusive special education also encompasses a process of ongoing whole-school organisation and development in order to assist main- stream schools to effectively educate as many children with SEND as possible. This includes ensuring that special school, resource room and special class teach-ers assist mainstream schools in implementing effective education for children with SEND, while at the same time effectively providing for those children with higher levels of SEND who need to be educated in these special education settings.

Lukitasari, Sulasmono, and Iriani.
 argue that inclusive school is an educational model that refers to the implementation of open education for all children, including children with special needs who are taught in the same class as normal children. They emphasize the importance of inclusion as a principle that pays attention to diversity, human rights and equality, so that all children can have equal opportunities in education. They also emphasized that inclusive schools must be equipped with adequate resources and support, and involve all relevant parties, including teachers, parents and the community, in supporting the learning and development of children with special needs. Inclusive schools exist to ensure that all children, including children with special needs, have the same right to get a quality education.

The government's efforts in distributing and improving education services for all citizens are through the inclusive school program. The concept of an inclusive school is to accept students with special needs to study with other students in regular classes.
 This effort is made so that children with special needs can learn and interact with other children of the same age. One of the goals of holding an inclusive school is to provide accommodation for every difference that students have, both regular students and students with special needs.
 In learning in inclusive schools, children with special needs do not receive special treatment, but has the same rights and obligations as other students in the class.

The concept of inclusive education basically implements universal learning so as to create schools that are responsive to student diversity. MJ Schuelka states that the concept of inclusive education is not an alternative to special education, but a learning model that is held in regular schools. While the implementation of learning in inclusive schools is different from learning in regular schools or special schools or special schools.
 Therefore, special management is needed in the implementation of learning in inclusive schools.

Inclusive education in Indonesia is still in the development stage and requires greater efforts to improve access and quality of inclusive education. In 2006, the Indonesian government issued Government Regulation Number 19 of 2005 concerning National Education Standards, which emphasizes the importance of inclusive education and provides a legal basis for its implementation in Indonesia. However, obstacles are still encountered in the implementation of inclusive education in Indonesia, such as the lack of facilities and human resources who are trained to implement the inclusive approach, as well as stigma and discrimination against children with special needs.

Government and education stakeholders make several attempts such as increasing teacher training and related human resources, providing supporting facilities such as transportation, accessibility, and access to technology, as well as increasing public awareness about the importance of inclusive education to create equality and equal opportunities for all children. Implementation of inclusive education adheres to Permendiknas Number 70 of 2009 which contains several components of the inclusive education system including students, curriculum, identification and assessment, manpower, learning activities, grade system, facilities and infrastructure, and school management. In addition, in the General Guidelines for the Implementation of Inclusive Education, the management of inclusive education learning includes the implementation of regular classes with the assistance of Special Assistance Teachers, full regular classes, and special classes.
 

The implementation of inclusive education certainly requires good management in order to achieve educational goals, especially learning management. Learning management is an effort made by the teacher in learning activities with the intention of achieving optimal conditions so that learning activities can be carried out as targeted.
 Learning management is also one of the technologies in learning, namely the way a teacher manages his class and develops pretension student behavior and reduces or eliminates unwanted behavior, develops interpersonal relationships and a positive socio-emotional climate, and develops and maintains effective classroom organization.

Inclusive special education involves implementing practices that have established solid research evidence bases for supporting effective special education
 and inclusive education
 and therefore focuses on fostering acceptance of diversity of abilities and the use of strengths-based approaches. Assessment strategies and IEPs are used to focus on students’ strengths and inform teaching. Well-established systems, including Response to Intervention
, Universal Design for Learning
 and Positive Behaviour Interventions and Supports
, are used to manage behaviour and facilitate learning. Interventions involving assistive and instructional technologies, peer tutoring, co-operative learning and the teaching of meta-cognitive strategies are used to optimise the effectiveness of teaching, as are collaborating closely with parents and other professionals
 and using culturally relevant and responsive inter- ventions
. 
In essence, learning management is a teaching strategy or method that can be defined as the provision of information from learners (teachers) to learners (students). Some of the things that form the basis of learning management are scheduling the use of learning strategies, making notes on student progress, motivational management, learning control, curriculum management, and management of infrastructure.

Inclusive education in primary schools aims to provide equal opportunities for all children to learn and grow together, regardless of any differences. Fullan and Hargreaves
 state that the goal of inclusive education in primary schools is to create a learning environment that is centered on the needs of the child and provides appropriate support for each child to reach their full potential. This approach combines children with special needs and children who develop typically in the same classroom and provides the additional support that special needs children need to succeed in an inclusive learning environment.

To ensure the success of inclusive education in primary schools, good support and cooperation is needed between teachers, parents, and other experts involved in supporting children with special needs. In line with Baharun anda Awwaliyah
, successful inclusive schools are schools that have the support of all relevant stakeholders, including parents, teachers and other educators. In addition, successful inclusive schools also have good management of an inclusive learning environment, and provide proper support for children with special needs.

The educational institution which is the center of this research is the Al-Azhaar Islamic Elementary School which is located in Kedungwaru, Tulungagung Regency. SDI Al-Azhaar is an Islamic-based school, which apart from prioritizing achievement, also emphasizes students having deep religious insights. The inclusion program at SDI Al-Azhaar provides the widest possible space for children with special needs to study together with other normal children without feeling differentiated from one another. In addition, the inclusion program at SDI Al-Azhaar also continues to prioritize religious programs.

Islamic-based inclusive schools are inclusive schools that apply Islamic values as the basis for inclusive learning processes. In Islamic-based inclusive schools, apart from paying attention to the educational needs of children with special needs, they are also given religious education based on Islamic values. Mansir
 suggests that inclusive education can be integrated with Islamic values and local culture to achieve equality in education for children with special needs. This is important to ensure that inclusive education does not violate the religious and cultural values held by the community.

An inclusive approach in education can be carried out by considering the religious and cultural values that exist in society, including in Islamic education. Lukitasari et al.
 emphasizes the importance of an inclusive education approach that is based on religious and cultural values. In the context of Islamic-based inclusive schools, inclusive education can be implemented by taking into account the needs and potential of every student without exception, including students who have special needs or special educational needs. In addition, an inclusive approach can also promote the values of justice, equality and tolerance which are part of Islamic teachings.
Several studies related to inclusive learning, such as Sunanto
. They analyzed inclusive schools in several regions in Indonesia. However, research on learning management with an Islamic approach in schools providing inclusive education still needs to be explored more deeply by noting humanistic values ​​including planning and strategies for inclusive learning, student progress records, motivation management, learning control. curriculum management, and infrastructure management. Based on these reasons, this research is about learning management including at SDI Al-Azhaar. This aims to examine the management of humanistic-based inclusive learning in Islamic-based schools in more depth.
B. RESEARCH METHODS
This research used qualitative as a research method. It is intends to understand the phenomenon of what is experienced by research subjects in a descriptive form in the form of words and language in natural contexts.
 This study aims to describe the management of inclusive learning at SDI Al-Azhaar. The presence of the researcher is very important, so the researcher is present as the main data collector and acts as an instrument for the qualitative research being carried out.

Data sources are anything that can provide information related to the research being conducted.
 The data source used in this study refers to Arikunto
 who uses data sources of people, places, and paper related to the location of the research focus, namely at SDI Al-Azhaar. People are the primary data from interviews with informants, where the determination of informants used purposive sampling, snowball sampling, and internal sampling which included school principals, educators who teach subjects, special accompanying teachers, employees, students, and student guardians. Place is the primary data from observations of inclusion learning activities at the research location, namely at SDI Al-Azhaar. Paper is related to data sources whose presentation is in the form of documents containing signs consisting of numbers, pictures, letters, and other forms of symbols based on research data conducted.
Data collection techniques used include observation, interviews, and document review. Observation techniques were carried out by researchers by visiting the research location directly, namely SDI Al Azhaar to research as well as clearly describe the research location. The interview aims to find out factual conditions and in accordance with the research focus, namely the management of inclusive learning through conversations with sources including school principals, educators who teach subjects, special accompanying teachers, employees, students, and student guardians. The documentation in this study is used to complete the completeness of the data obtained from observations and interviews.
Data analysis is the process of systematically searching and organizing data from the results of interview transcripts, field observation notes and documents obtained to be collected into one so that it can increase researchers' understanding and help make it easier for researchers to present the data obtained in accordance with the research focus.
 The data analysis technique in this study uses Miles and Huberman data analysis techniques by analyzing data interactively which continues continuously until it reaches data saturation or when new information or data cannot be obtained. An interactive data analysis technique that has three process flows at once, namely data reduction, data presentation, and data verification or conclusion drawing. While checking the validity of the research data was carried out using several techniques, namely persistence in observation, data triangulation, peer discussions, transferability, and dependability.
C. RESULT AND DISCUSSION
SDI Al-Azhaar is the only Islamic elementary school that implements an inclusive learning program in Tulungagung, so this is an interesting research object to study. SDI Al-Azhaar has prepared a modified curriculum based on humanistic values ​​that is in accordance with the characteristics of students with special needs in helping various prospective students, both physically, mentally and emotionally or other circumstances that require special assistance according to their needs. This is done as an effort to create inclusive learning that is able to realize humanist education for all students, both for children with special needs and not. Inclusive learning management based on humanistic values ​​at SDI Al-Azhaar includes scheduling the use of learning strategy planning, making student progress notes, motivation management, learning control, curriculum management, and infrastructure management. Some of these steps and stages are carried out with the aim of realizing inclusive learning that suits the needs of students so that they are able to realize humanist education at SDI Al-Azhaar.
The novelty of this research can be seen not only in lesson planning, learning implementation, and also learning evaluation. but these three things have novelty, starting from a plan that still uses the central curriculum, but is adopted according to the needs and character of individual students. then in the learning process that always pays attention to how far and fully pays attention to the individual learning program for each inclusive student in participating in learning takes place according to learning outcomes, so that the evaluation of a lesson is carried out properly because of intense collaboration between the teacher and students.

Learning strategies

Scheduling and using learning strategies is an important part of managing learning, including inclusive learning. This is in line with Sudaryono's notion that scheduling and using learning strategies is an important part of managing learning, including inclusive learning. Inclusive learning at SDI Al-Azhaar requires class teachers to make Learning Plans while special accompanying teachers are required to make Individual Learning Programs. The preparation of the Learning Plans is in accordance with the 2013 Curriculum (K-13) while the Individual Learning Programs is adjusted to the K-13 and then modified and developed according to the needs and goals of the school. Curriculum modification by SDI Al-Azhaar is the right step because normal students and students with special needs have different needs and characteristics. Puspardani et al. revealed that inclusive schools should modify learning strategies for children with special needs by providing material and questions at a lower level. Furthermore, the curriculum used should be able to foster character in children, including discipline, self-confidence, courtesy, and mutual respect.

Implementation of inclusive learning is carried out simultaneously in one class with each class having one class teacher and one special accompanying teachers accompanying children with special needs. The number of special accompanying teachers at SDI Al-Azhaar is still not efficient, where 13 teacher handle 27 students. Special accompanying teachers support in inclusive learning is very useful for class teachers and subject teachers, and can serve students with special needs to optimally develop their potential.
 In terms of learning media, accompanying teachers has full authority in determining the learning media used to suit the needs of the students with special needs being handled. This is in accordance with the Ministry of National Education which states that the grouping of learning media used is in accordance with children's barriers to learning.
 In addition, there are extracurricular activities that can be followed by children with special needs such as drawing, singing, and sports.

The association at SDI Al-Azhaar is established as it should be where students with special needs is not treated differently. This relates to the success of teachers and accompanying teachers at SDI Al-Azhaar in building positive relationships with students. The practice of learning that is carried out is not concerned with the teacher, but is based on a commitment that every child must get their right to learn without discriminating. The goal is that there is no such thing as a wall of exclusivity for students with special needs. The hope is that the social interaction of disabled groups in society can be recognized and will not be alienated from social life. This is in accordance with the objectives of organizing inclusive schools, namely creating a pleasant, friendly environment, and fostering a sense of self-confidence for students with special needs to obtain proper education according to their rights.

Student Progress Records

Making notes about student progress is very important for decision making regarding the learning strategy taken. Mazarno emphasizes the importance of assessing and recording the progress of students in each stage of learning. Notes on student progress are routinely made after the assessment process, where at the assessment stage screening is carried out for students with special needs abilities. At SDI Al-Azhaar, progress checks are carried out every week through student evaluations, mid-semester reports and end-of-semester reports. Evaluation every week, on Saturday to be precise, discusses student delays, progress, and obstacles. Assessment at SDI Al-Azhaar is numerical and descriptive, where students with special needs have a standard value that is different from regular students. While the aspects assessed from students with special needs consist of aspects of attitudes, skills, and knowledge, in accordance with the view of Anjarsari
 that aspects assessed from children with special needs consist of aspects of attitudes, skills, and knowledge.

The form of assessment at SDI Al-Azhaar is not in accordance with the inclusion class assessment standards. Tarmansyah
 said that the inclusive class assessment was carried out simultaneously in one class, where in one class there were students with special needs and regular students, consisting of written assessments, performance assessments, product assessments, and portfolio assessments. Class teachers and accompanying teachers at SDI Al-Azhaar do not use this assessment method due to a lack of knowledge about appropriate assessment methods for inclusive classes. Assessment in the inclusive class also requires several adjustments, including time adjustments, method adjustments, and content adjustments. This is intended for children with special needs to show their development optimally (Kustawan, 2012 ). Evaluation activities in inclusive schools are not only to find out the progress or success of students in achieving learning goals, but the results of the assessment are also used by teachers and accompanying teachers as material for consideration in improving the preparation of Individual Learning Program and determining the necessary follow-up, such as remedial.

Motivational Management

Motivational management is an important factor influencing the success of learning. Putri
 revealed that motivation greatly influences student learning processes, and can improve student learning achievement. This relates to the teacher's strategy in increasing student learning motivation, in this case students with special needs learning motivation. In addition to special communication, special accompanying teachers’s motivation for special accompanying teachers is very important to build enthusiasm for learning students with special needs. Kauffmand and Badar
 states that motivation is very important for children with special needs because they often face greater difficulties and challenges in learning. Therefore, teachers must be able to motivate children with special needs to improve their learning outcomes and social skills. One of the ways that special accompanying teachers  often uses is to give rewards , provide understanding, and provide motivation through stories or verses from the Al-Qur'an. Meanwhile, the principal's motivational management of inclusive students is realized by having adequate room facilities such as a special room for therapy classes and including activities outside of school.

Teachers and special accompanying teachers at SDI Al-Azhaar have tried to increase student motivation in several ways, but the methods used were less effective. This can be seen from the fact that there are still some students who do not pay attention to the material presented by the teacher. In addition, there are still some children with special needs who do not have the desire to learn even though they have been lured by special accompanying teacher’s rewards and assistance. The success of the learning process depends on the learning motivation of students. Therefore, teacher and special accompanying teachers creativity is needed in arousing students' learning motivation in inclusive classes. As a development of motivational management, Isabella et al.
 stated that teachers and special accompanying teachers must provide positive comments on students' positive behavior, provide touch and eye contact so that students are focused on learning activities, and provide verbal and non-verbal warnings to students who lose study concentration.
Learning Control

Learning control aims to determine that learning is truly in accordance with the individual characteristics of students in the inclusive class. Amin
 stated that learning control is a process carried out to obtain accurate information about student learning outcomes and to determine appropriate actions to improve these learning outcomes. Learning control is very important in the context of inclusive education, because teachers must know the individual characteristics of students and their abilities in learning, so that the learning strategies that are applied can be adapted to the needs and characteristics of students. Thus, learning control aims to ensure that learning is truly in accordance with the individual characteristics of students in the inclusive class. This is important to ensure that students with special needs are not left behind in the learning process and can reach their maximum potential.
 Inclusion class children cannot be forced to carry out learning. The SPECIAL accompanying teachers’s role in accompanying students with special needs is not only as a companion but also as an example of good habits. In learning activities, students with special needs cannot accept the material delivered by the class teacher, so special accompanying teachers helps students with special needs by delivering material using language that is easier to understand. As support for increasing learning control, SDI Al-Azhaar also provides training to teachers on special ways of handling students with special needs so that teachers and special accompanying teachers know the right strategy for dealing with students with special needs.

 The management of learning control has a lot to do with the scheduling aspect, namely when the material is learned, what material is studied, and what media is used for certain material. The management of learning control in inclusive classes depends on the decisions of the teacher and special accompanying teachers in the class. Therefore, teachers and special accompanying teachers are needed who are competent in handling inclusion colleges which have students with various characteristics and needs. SDI Al-Azhaar's move to provide training on how to specifically handle students with special needs is the right step, related to the role of special accompanying teachers as the main pillar of inclusive learning. Competent class teachers and special accompanying teachers are needed as facilitators or mediators that are appropriate for students with special needs to discover and develop the potential that exists within them. This is in line with the opinion of Salend and Whittaker
 that well-trained and competent class teachers and special accompanying teachers  are very important in helping students with special needs achieve their full potential in inclusive education. Without a competent special accompanying teachers, schools also lose an important component in organizing inclusive schools because special accompanying teachers  is the only teacher who understands needs and understands how to handle students with special needs.
 On the other hand, it is very important to increase the competence of educators and education staff so that they can understand the concepts and regulations of inclusive education, understand the diversity of student characteristics, develop lesson plans, carry out learning, and assess learning outcomes that are tailored to the needs of students with special needs.

Curriculum Management

Curriculum management is related to guidelines in all educational activities carried out, including teaching and learning activities in the classroom. The inclusive curriculum at SDI Al-Azhaar was designed based on the 2013 curriculum. Curriculum adjustments were developed according to the needs of students. For crew members, PPI is made according to the characteristics and needs of each crew member. Curriculum design uses a grass roots approach, namely curriculum development by teachers implementing the curriculum at school, in this case involving class teachers, subject teachers, and special accompanying teachers.
 

Curriculum management at SDI Al-Azhaar is carried out by developing Individual Learning Program according to the characteristics and needs of students with special needs. This is in accordance with the opinion of Garnida and Sumayyah
 and Richards and Dooley
 which state that curriculum design for students with special needs must pay attention to their characteristics and needs. This can be done by developing Individual Learning Program to accommodate the needs of students with special needs. The steps for preparing Individual Learning Program at SDI Al-Azhar refer to Kitano & Kirby, namely forming a Individual Learning Program team, assessing students with special needs needs, developing long-term and short-term goals, designing methods and procedures for achieving goals, and determining evaluation methods to see children's progress.

Infrastructure Management

The implementation of inclusive education also requires the management of facilities and infrastructure to support the learning needs of students with special needs. Management of facilities and infrastructure that are adequate and in accordance with the needs of students will provide significant support for the learning process in the classroom. Good facilities and infrastructure will facilitate students to more easily understand the material, increase creativity and innovation in learning, and strengthen social interaction between students.
 Management of infrastructure facilities can support the learning process in the classroom so that quality schools are realized. In terms of infrastructure, there is already an inclusion room and therapy room for students with special needs at SDI Al-Azhaar. In one building, there are several rooms for SD and SMP. Class determination is based on the basic academic abilities of students with special needs, namely reading and writing. These findings indicate that SDI Al-Azhaar has adequate facilities and infrastructure to carry out inclusive learning. Learning conditions will be optimal if the teacher can manage students, learning facilities, and other infrastructure and control them in a pleasant atmosphere to achieve learning goals.

Implementation of inclusive learning also requires adjustment of facilities and infrastructure to support learning activities.
 In general, the facilities and infrastructure of SDI Al-Azhaar have met the national standards of elementary school education. The facilities and infrastructure needed in schools providing inclusive education are not much different from the facilities and infrastructure of regular schools, but require a slight adjustment in their use, which is adapted to the needs of students with special needs in the school.
D. CLOSING
Conclusion 
In general, the management of inclusive learning at SDI Al-Azhaar Tulungagung is running quite well in accordance with the management of inclusive education based on humanistic values ​​so as to create a friendly education. Learning strategies carried out at SDI Al-Azhaar by coordinating between class teachers and accompanying teachers, especially through making lesson plans and Individual Learning Programs according to the initial assessment or screening; student progress is assessed based on routine evaluations every week, midterm, and end of semester so that the teacher is able to know the setbacks and progress of the learning carried out so that for the next stage more strategic steps are taken; teachers motivate students to learn through stories and verses of the Qur'an and provide rewards; special accompanying teachers have full control over learning in inclusive classes; the curriculum used is a modification of K-13 which is adapted to the needs and characteristics of students with special needs; The facilities and infrastructure of SDI Al-Azhaar are very adequate for the implementation of inclusive education with the availability of inclusive classrooms and special classrooms for children with special needs who need therapy.
Suggestion
SDI Al-Azhaar is expected to increase the number of special accompanying teachers so that inclusive education at SDI Al-Azhaar runs effectively and can achieve the desired goals. In addition, SDI Al-Azhaar is expected to collaborate with external parties to develop the inclusion program that has been implemented. Thus, the implication of this study is that other schools or educational institutions can learn from SDI Al-Azhaar's inclusive education management system. By adapting the strategies and practices used in SDI Al-Azhaar, schools can create a more inclusive learning environment for students with special needs. This could lead to improved learning outcomes and greater opportunities for students with special needs to succeed in their academic pursuits.

Furthermore, this study highlights the importance of providing adequate facilities and infrastructure for inclusive education. Schools and educational institutions should ensure that they have the necessary resources to support the learning needs of students with special needs. This could include inclusive classrooms, specialized equipment, and trained teachers and staff to provide therapy and support. The findings of this study demonstrate the importance of effective management in ensuring the success of inclusive education. SDI Al-Azhaar's management system provides a useful example for other schools and institutions to follow, with the potential to improve the quality of education for students with special needs.
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
